1A. Wood Top Tables

Set upper wood top onto base as shown, fastening to base with (4x) #8 x 1" pan head wood screws.

Set lower wood top onto base as shown, fastening to base with (4x) #8 x 1" pan head wood screws (36" x 36" table only).
Carefully set assembled table upright, place in position on floor plan and level.
